Activity: Canada’s Population Growth, 1861 - 2001
A country’s population can increase by children being born or by immigration  - people moving to a particular country to live permanently.  A country’s population can decrease by people dying or by emigration – people moving out of your country to permanently live somewhere else.

On a piece of graph paper, draw a multiple line graph illustrating:

1. the natural increase (births – deaths) 

2. the net migration (immigration – emigration)
3. the total growth (natural increase + net migration)

Be sure to set up the scales appropriately so all of the numbers of the years and the highest population numbers will fit on the page (you will need negative numbers!).  Use different colours for each of the lines on the graph and clearly label them in a legend.

1. What information can be seen on the graph but not in the statistics?  (T)
2. Briefly describe and explain Canada’s growth during the time period covered (1861-2001) for each line graphed:   (C)
a. Natural increase

b. Net migration

c. Total growth

3. Which of the components of population (births, deaths, emigration, or immigration) has the greatest impact on Canada’s total population growth?  (A)
4. Identify factors that affect population growth (both positive and negative) along the graph.  (T)
