Some Rules and Tips for Success
1. Be prepared for every class 
2. Take responsibility 
 You are responsible for your success in this class and so you must take responsibility of your learning 

 EXAMPLES: handing in work on time, making sure all homework is complete, catching up on work when you are absent, studying for tests and quizzes, etc.  
3. Respect your fellow classmates 
 Disrespectful actions or language will not be tolerated 

4. NO foul language or discriminatory comments 
5. Lates / Absences from class 
 Frequent absences and lateness will result in morning / after school detentions, phone calls home, and office referrals 

 YOU NEED TO BE IN CLASS TO BE SUCCESSFUL! 

6. O’Canada / Announcements / Dismissal Bell 
 No talking or iPods/mP3s during O’ Canada 
 “Quiet Noise” during announcements 

 Stay at your seat until dismissed; do not congregate at the door! 

7. Late / Incomplete assignments 
 Absolute Deadline – once assignments / tests have been handed back, you may no longer submit a late assignment 

 Frequent late or incomplete assignments will result in morning / after school detentions to finish the work and phone calls home 

8. Plagiarism 
 Any assignment (major or minor) that is plagiarized will receive a mark of ZERO and will result in a phone call home 

 Frequent occurrences of plagiarism will result in administration referral (to the Vice Principal or Principal) 

9. NO food or drinks in the classroom 
10. Remove hats while in the classroom 
11. iPods / Mp3 players 
 iPods and Mp3 players are permitted in class, but under the following conditions: 

- they are used during individual work time only 
- music should not be loud and disruptive to others 

- the teacher must be able to get the student’s attention 

12. NO cell phones (or text messaging) 
13. Washroom / Drink Breaks 
 Ask before leaving – I need to know where everyone is if you are not in the classroom 

 If these privileges are abused, you will lose them
